Wave Catcher Beach Rental Driving Instructions:

From Corvallis:   (total time 1-1/4 hrs)

(same amount of time by either Highway 34 (many switchbacks, less developed) or Highway 20 (straighter, but construction and the black ice of winter is less obvious):

1. Take Highway 34 WEST:  (aka Philomath Blvd) to the end of Philomath approx. 10 miles.  (Keep going WEST always.  Do not take a left turn around that takes you back 34 east.)  

2. Choose Highway 34 to Waldport [or Highway 20 to Newport but 20 may have  construction CLOSURES again summer of 2011, so 34 may be a better bet].

3. HWY 34:  go 58 miles to Waldport to the only traffic light.  You will now turn LEFT (south) on HWY 101 and continue with step 5.  Measure your remaining miles from here.

4. (Option HWY 20:  go 48 miles to Newport then turn LEFT (south) onto 101.  Go about 12 miles south and cross the Alsea River bridge at Waldport to the only Waldport traffic light.  Measure your remaining miles from here).

5. From the only traffic light in Waldport, proceed South  3.1 miles 

You are now on our map on the brochure – SEE BROCHURE- Right turn           into the common driveway.  WaveCatcher is not straight ahead but first after you’ve turned onto the drive.

6. Parking is to the right (north) of the house on the grass.  The space can  actually accommodate up to four compact cars if you are very careful in arranging them.  Our neighbors don’t park there, and we reciprocate by not using any of their other areas for our guests.  DO NOT BLOCK THE COMMON DRIVEWAY TO THE ROW OF HOUSES!

Here are some details for when to turn right into our common drive from 101:

1. At about 2.9 -3.0 miles south of Waldport you’ll see a small blue sign on the right for “Westlight Gallery”

2. When you come around the corner, you’ll see that gallery on your right (also called “Paintings by Patsee”) and right past that…

3. ….two yellow instructional traffic signs.

4. The entrance to the shared driveway is between those two yellow signs.

5. Our house is right there, the first (northernmost) in the row, with weathered grey vertical cedar siding, a deck, and a teal door (5290 Pacific Coast Highway).

6. If you pass Wakonda Beach Rd (on the left) or highway mile marker 159 (or higher number), or reach Yachats you’ve gone too far.   
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
